Report to the Community

In 2008, 175 troubled teens called Brookwood home: 128 resided at
Brookwood Florida-Central, while 40 lived at the Coral Springs location
and seven at the new Fort Myers location. Our community-based pro-
gramming allowed them to attend area schools, work in local businesses,
and participate in the recreational ofterings of the city. They worked
with case managers on independent living skills acquisition, while receiv-
ing mental health counseling from Brookwood’s clinicians. Our teams
of youth care workers covered 24 hours of supervision and behavioral

redirection. Our residents were nurtured and guided toward improved
Pam Mesmer functioning on all levels. Nineteen of the girls obtained a high school

diploma or completed a vocational program and four attended college
classes during 2008! Brookwood’s commitment to diversity was exemplified again this year, as our clients
were 4% Hispanic, 30% black, 61% white, and 5% multiracial.

Brookwood accepts referrals for girls between 12 and 19. In 2008, as in past years, the older teens (16-
19) represented the largest segment of our population at 65%; 14 and 15 year olds made up 28%, while
only 7% of our residents were age 12 or 13.

During the year, 130 of the 175 teens were discharged: 20% went into independent living, 28% were
reunited with their families, 48% went to a foster care facility or specialized programming (drug treatment,
psychiatric stabilization, court ordered detention, etc.), and 4% were transferred between Brookwood
facilities.

Also during 2008, Brookwood completed re-certification by Medicaid and re-licensure at both locations,
and became fully licensed at Brookwood South. Several new contracts were negotiated with district priva-
tized foster care system. Our quality improvement components, staff training, and treatment techniques
have been further perfected. Placements are becoming progressively more challenging, and clinicians and

paraprofessionals are becoming more skilled.

As we enter our 82nd year of service, Brookwood strives to maintain quality programming in a very chal-
lenging economic climate. Not only do we face further local government cutbacks, but funding awards
are becoming increasingly competitive and special events are being re-evaluated in light of the current
economy. Our 2009 Board of Directors is participating in the strategic planning process and working dili-
gently to support Brookwood’s important work. We urge your continued support in order to accomplish
the important work that lies ahead -- helping troubled young women secure a healthy and productive
future, something that not only strengthens them, but the overall health of our communities as well.
